REFERENCE TIME 

The current time is indicated by the hour and minute hands. 
The reference time, which serves as the basis for the alarm 
time, runs in the background, in parallel with the current 
time. Thus, resetting the current time also necessitates 
an identical adjustment of the reference time. 

If the reference time is not synchronized with the current 
time, the alarm will go off at a different time from the 
pre-set alarm time. 

In order to adjust the reference time, pull the crown out 
to position 3 (the small counter changes from alarm time 
to reference time) and activate the setting mode by 
pressing the push-button for at least 2 seconds. This 
mode is activated as soon as the small minute hand 
jumps forward 1 minute. 

- A short push (less than 1 second) advances the 
reference time in minute intervals. 

- A medium push (1 to 2 seconds) advances the 
reference time in hourly intervals. 

- A long push (more than 2 seconds) advances the 
reference time until the push-button is released.
